Kolibri

Dirty sensors can cause false errors such as dbL and HLF errors, and may decrease the performance of your
Kolibri Ace Currency Counter. It is suggested that the user performs daily maintenance on the unit to maintain top
performance. First, wipe away dust with a soft microfiber cloth or a bristle brush. Then, if needed, clean the
sensors using a can of compressed air (“air duster”, found at any electronics store). If this does not resolve the
issue, continue cleaning with a cotton swab lightly moistened with isopropyl alcohol — gently wipe the sensors
with the swab. You can purchase isopropyl alcohol at most pharmacies or supermarkets.

Cleaning Procedure

HOPPER SENSOR:
1. Locate the hopper sensor as shown below. Clean the sensor using compressed air an a soft bristle brush.
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STACKER SENSOR:
2. Locate the 2-part stacker sensor as shown below. Clean the sensor using compressed air and a soft bristle brush.
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
